The phenomenal success of the Warhawk
Band is not a happy accident. It has come
about because of dedication and long hours
of practice, MR. POLK, DIRECTOR, be-
gan with a small nucleus of enthusiastic
students in the fall of 1974.

They rehearse every afternoon and several

days a week during the summer vacation.
